Key Policies:

Maharashtra State Candidature seats : The candidates having the Maharashtra State
Candidature as specified in sub-rule (1) of rule 5 of these rules, shall be eligible for these
seats.

All India Candidature seats : The candidates having Indian nationality are eligible under this
Category.

Minority Quota seats : The Maharashtra domiciled candidate belonging to a particular
linguistic or religious minority community within the State and as notified by the
Government are eligible under this Category

Institutional Quota seats : The Institution can admit Eligible Candidate as specified in
Schedule-l and Schedule —IlI, subject to following conditions. - (i) the Candidates having
Candidature mentioned in sub-rules (1), (2), (3), (4) and (6) of rule 5of these rules shall be

eligible for these seats

Supernumerary Seats : Supernumerary Seats for the OCl or PIO, Foreign Students and the
children of Indian Workers in Gulf Countries Candidates.

Important Considerations:

Eligibility: Candidates must meet the minimum eligibility criteria for the specific course and
admission category.

Reservation Policies: Reservations are applicable as per government guidelines.
